If the \
knockout did not break free, use pliers and bend it \

back and fourth until it snaps off. (See Figure.10)

11. Attach the cabinet lighting fixture to the cabinet
by inserting two dry wall screws heads into the
key holes, and slide the LED cabinet lighting
fixture until it locks in place. (See Figure.15)

12. Turn on the power at the main fuse or circuit
breaker box. The light is ready to use.

Connecting fixture to fixture:

LED cabinet lighting fixture units can be connected

end-to-end by using the linking cord (12 inches)

available separately.

Note:

a. Remove the plastic buckle (which is marked 2 on the previously installed fixture and which
is marked 1 on the additional fixture) from LED cabinet lighting fixture before installing.
(See Fig.16)

b. Can be expanded with up to 6 add-on tape lights with item number X0001 & X0003.

Previously Installed Fixture Additional Fixture
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Each additional fixture (not included) should be mounted in the same way as the first installed fixture.
Once installed, attach the linking cord (12 inches) between the first cabinet lighting fixture (previously

installed) and the additional fixture.

---The link connector (marked 1) to the input receptacle (marked 1) of additional fixture.
---The link connector (marked 2) to the output receptacle (marked 2) of previously installed fixture.
Make sure the distance between cabinet lighting fixtures does not exceed the linking cord length.

(See Fig.17)

NOTE: The linking cord will only plug into one end correctly. Do not try to force it into the
wrong receptacle as this could cause damage to the fixture.

Synchronous control:

When more than two lights are connected together, you can swing under the detection zone
of any fixture, the other lights will be controlled synchronously.

Light will start to dim when your hand staying
longer than 1 second in the detection zone, The
light will lock in the brightness when the hand is
removed from the detection zone. When the
LED indicator flash 1 time, it means the ray of
light reaches maximum value (100% brightness)
or minimum value (30% brightness).

Note:

1. This hardware package has a label. Please
paste the label on the cabinet, in order to
remind the position of the touch switch.
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Cleaning instructions

Your fixture is made from quality materials that will last for many years with minimum care. When
cleaning, make sure you have unplugged your fixture, and have allowed sufficient time for the unit
to cool to room temperature. You should clean the housing and lense using a damp soft cloth. You
should plug your fixture back in only after the fixture has thoroughly dried.

Trouble Shooting
minor problems often can be fixed without the help of an electrician. Before doing any work on the
fixture, shut off power supply at the circuit breaker panel to avoid electrical shock.
